Outdoor Retail Vending and Storage Lockers for Package Pick-up

The City has received requests for the installation of on-line retail storage
lockers outside of retail stores in commercial zones, allowing customers a
secure place to pick up packages ordered online. The City does not
currently have regulations that address these types of units. There are
certain requirements that the City would like to ensure these types of
units comply with (i.e. no more then two “retail” units should be
permitted outside a store, the maximum width of the two combined
units should be 12 feet, the unit shall not block any openings (windows
and doors), and the unit shall not impede ADA accessibility).

The proposal to install no more than two retail vending/storage units
outside of existing retail stores, seems most similar to an outdoor retail
sales use, which is permitted in the CN, CV, CA, CD, and CO zoning
designations subject to the following condition: "In the CD and CO Zones,
use is limited to farmer’s markets. In all other zones, use is limited to
farmer’s markets, building, hardware and garden retail sales." This
condition could be amended to address the specific conditions the City
would like to see retail vending/storage units comply with.
